


The Deer House

In open parkland, enjoying lovely views towards the
nearby fells, this unusual Grade Il listed property
was originally used as a hay barn for an ornamental
deer herd. Retaining many of its original features,
this octagonal property has a large living area, with a
wood burning stove.

Upstairs there are 2 bedrooms — a double and a twin
— both of which have en-suite bathrooms.

Outside there is ample off road parking and an
enclosed garden.
